Second, Warrensbwigatham is the recipient of a Capital Development Grant which provided the
districtwith almost $10 million dollars. The money from these two sources cannot be used to pay fo
teachers, buses, books, etc.

In October the school board adopted our budget for the year. As we reviewed thewwedistussed
that we will need to reduaxpenditures by almost a million dollars over the next year. Warrensburg
Latham will receive approximately $764,593 less this year from the State and Federal government t
we did the year before. Part of the reason for the loss of revenue is thetéhis 82ducing the amount
of general state aid that school districts in lllinois will receive this year as well as decreasing the amc
of transportation reimbursement we receive. The federal government has distributed American
Reinvestment and Recoyefct (ARRA) money the past two yeaend that money is no longer
available to us. The school board and | will be seeking input from the community in regards to ideas
how to reduce expenditures over the next year.
